Jim Clement is extremely happy
for that! As you may remember we have had a couple of pieces in this news letter in reference
to the Hamilton Hall building on the Tilton School Campus. Regardless of the small fire that
occurred there a couple of weeks ago, there have been extensive renovations taking place, in-
cluding an upgrade of the fire alarm system. Captain Ober sent out the following e-mail this
week:

A new fire alarm system has been installed and is now online at Hamilton Hall, Tilton
School. An outside full function annunciator panel is located to the right on the main entrance.
A Supra Safe key box will be installed at the same location as soon as they receive it. The sys-
tem is addressable which means it will display the device location. The main FACP is located
on the lower level in the A/D corner. The dialer reset should be the only function needed to be
reset at this location, all other alarm functions may be conducted at the remote annunciator.
This system uses a voice announcement on the main level. The message is “May | have your
attention please! A fire emergency has been reported in the building. While this is being veri-
fied, please leave the building by the nearest exit”. This message is followed by three blasts of
the horns and will be repeated in a cycle of three. This function will not be stopped by a sys-
tem reset; once the cycle has started it will run through its entire cycle. Any questions please
ask.
